Adequate Yearly Progress (AYP)  

On July 6, 2012, all Washington state public schools received a one -year conditional waiver from some of the requirements of the  

Elementary and Secondary Education Act (ESEA), which instituted AYP.  In April 2014, the U.S. Department of Education disallo wed  

continuation of Washingtonõs waiver beyond the 2013-2014 school year.  Therefore, Washington state is once again required to ret urn to 

meeting all ESEA AYP accountability requirements, beginning with the 2014 -15 school year.  

Adequate yearly progress (AYP) sets a standard for accountability, which measures states, schools and districts by the result s of state -level 

tests in 2 main content areas ñ math and reading. AYP uses this assessment data to measure the academic performance of all stude nts, 

including subgroups such as children whose families qualify as low -income. The goal is that all students reach 100% proficiency in math 

and reading beginning in 2014.

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A Letter from Superintendent Winter 

Regarding AYP:  

The No Child Left Behind (NCLB) Act of 2001 

started with a lofty goal: Every student was to 

pass every state test in reading and math by 

the year 2014, no matter what their school 

passing rate was in 2001. To make sure they 

were on track to meet that goal, schools 

reported annually whether or not they had 

made adequate yearly progress (AYP) toward 

meeting the 100 percent pass rate on time.  

Weõve come a long way since 2001. The 

number of students passing their state tests 

has increased significantly.  

But as our nation moved closer to 2014, it 

became apparent that a 100 percent pass rate 

was unrealistic. Although scores were 

improving, more and more schools were not 

meeting AYP because the percentage of 

students needing to pass the tests increased 

each year. Many people considered reporting 

AYP meaningless, because so few schools 

could meet it.  

Most states, including Washington, applied for 

waivers from AYP from the U.S. Department of 

Education. Our state was granted a waiver 

during school years 2012 -13 and 2013 -14. 

During those years, Washington was given the 

flexibility outside the AYP system to identify 

schools that needed the most help and target 

funding to schools with the highest need.  

State test scores and graduation rates 

continued to rise.  

Despite our continued success, the U.S. 

Department of Education did not renew our 

waiver for the 2014 -15 school year. They 

denied the waiver because the Washington 

state Legislature did not pass a bill to require 

teacher/principal evaluations to include 

student growth on state tests, when 

appropriate. The use of student test scores as 

part of the teacher evaluation system is a 

federal requirement to keep an AYP waiver.  

That means weõre back to reporting AYP. 

Because Congress canõt agree about how to fix 

this failed policy, our kids are once again 

caught in a system of requirements that fall 

short of supporting real learning.  

One of those NCLB requirements is to 

let you know that, using data from 

2010 -11 and 2013 -14, the following 

schools did not meet AYP this year 

because at least one of the following 

has happened:  

¶ One or more of our student groups 

did not pass the state tests in 

reading and/or math;  

¶ At Grantham and Parkway, the 

requ i red 95% par t i c ipa t ion 

threshold was not met in either 

math or reading;  

¶ This means our schools fall into 

the following steps of school 

improvement status:  

Grantham ñStep 1  

ParkwayñStep 2  

Highland ñStep 3

Because our school receives federal 

Title I, Part A money, there are 

consequences for not meeting AYP this 

year.  

We must inform you that:  

¶ You may choose to transfer to a

¶ We are revising our school 

improvement plan.  

¶ We are receiving extra support 

from OSPI to improve our 

practices.  

¶ Parents are strongly encouraged to 

get involved at our school.   

¶ Additional supplemental support 

services will be available for 

Parkway and Highland students.  

School Choice  

You may choose to transfer to a nearby 

school that is not in a òstep of improvement.ó 

The school district will pay for transportation 

to and from that school, until the resident 

school meets AYP for two years in a row.  

In the Clarkston School District, the eligible 

school for transfer is Heights Elementary 

School.  However, the option to transfer is on 

a first come first serve basis and is limited by 

the capacity of the campus.  Information 

about Heights Elementary can be found in the 

chart at the bottom of this page.

Positive Behavioral Intervention 

and Support (PBIS)  

Parkway Elementary, Highland Elementary, 

Grantham Elementary and Lincoln Middle 

School are all implementing the PBIS 

program. This program is intended to 

decrease problem student behaviors by 

developing a school -wide plan for 

prevention, intervention, and expectations. 

Staff was trained during the 2011 -12 and 

2012 -13 school years and will receive 

ongoing training and planning as required 

by the program.

Response to Intervention (RTI)  

Response to Intervention is a federal 

mandate that requires schools to have a 

process for intervening with students who 

struggle both academically and behaviorally 

(PBIS is a component of RtI). Schools utilize 

a systematic process of identifying areas of 

need through a universal screening, 

implement interventions, monitor and 

adjust those interventions, and evaluate 

student success. Ultimately, if a student 

does not respond to a system of 

interventions, the student may qualify for 

Special Education services.

Clarkston School District complies with the 

Americans with Disabilities Act of 1990, 

Public Law 101 Ȥ336 (ADA), which prohibits 

discrimination on the basis of disability. 

The ADA requires that no qualified 

individual with a disability shall, on the 

basis of a disability, be denied the benefits 

of school district services, programs, or 

activities.  

Accordingly, Clarkston School District will 

not refuse to allow a person with a disability 

to participate in a school district service, 

program, or activity simply because the 

person has a disability.  

Individuals with disabilities who may need a 

modification to participate in a school 

program and/or meeting should contact the 

Human Resources Office no later than three 

(3) days prior to the program or meeting so 

that arrangements for modification or 

accommodations can be made.  

Asbest os Hazard (AHERA) 

Notification  

Asbestos is a naturally occurring mineral 

which has, until about 1980, been 

commonly used in building materials. 

Examples of asbestos -containing building 

materials (ACBM) are vinyl floor tile, sprayed

-on acoustical ceiling material, and pipe 

insulation. In 1986, Congress enacted the 

Asbestos Hazard Emergency Response Act 

(AHERA) to require public and private, 

secondary and elementary schools to 

identify ACBM in their school buildings and 

take appropriate actions to control the 

release of asbestos fibers. In 1987, the US 

Environmental Protection Agency finalized a 

regulatory program which enforces the 

AHERA mandate. These regulations are 

incorporated within the AHERA Rule 40 

C.F.R. Part 763, Subpart E.  

In compliance with the AHERA Rule, the 

Clarkston School District had its school 

buildings inspected by an asbestos 

inspector, accredited by the State of 

Washington. During that inspection, areas 

of suspect ACBM were identified. The type, 

condition, and locations of the ACBM were 

noted. Samples were taken of some, or all, 

of the suspect ACBM. Suspect ACBM not 

sampled and analyzed were assumed to 

contain asbestos. Confirmed and/or 

assumed ACBM currently remain in certain 

locations in our school buildings.  

Upon confirmations of the presence of 

ACBM, an Asbestos Management Plan was 

developed for each of the school buildings 

in Clarkston School District by an asbestos 

management planner accredited by the 

State of Washington. The Asbestos 

Management Plan includes a description of 

the measures currently being taken to 

ensure that the ACBM remaining in our 

school buildings are maintained in a 

condition that will not pose a threat to the 

health of our students and employees. 

Information is provided on the periodical 

monitoring of the condition of ACBM 

remaining in our school buildings through 

triennial re -inspections, conducted by 

accredited asbestos inspectors. Finally, the 

asbestos awareness training program for 

maintenance and custodial personnel is 

discussed.  

A copy of the Asbestos Management Plan is 

available for your review in the Clarkston 

School District Facilities office and 

Superintendentõs office during regular 

office hours. Please direct all inquiries 

regarding the Asbestos Management Plan 

to David Jagannath at 509.769.5525.  

Child Find  

Child Find is the process of identifying all 

children from birth to age 21 who may have 

a disability. Early detection of an 

educational handicap is crucial and may 

lessen the effects of the disability for the 

student in later years.  

According to state and federal special 

education regulations, annual public notice 

to parents of children who reside within a 

school district is required regarding Child 

Find responsibilities. School districts are 

required to conduct child find activities for 

children who may be eligible for services 

via Section 504 of the Rehabilitation Act of 

1973. For additional information related to 

Child Find duties, please refer to the 

Washington Administrative Code WA 392 -

172a -02040.  

Clarkston School District is responsible for 

conducting awareness and screening 

activities for the purpose of identifying and 

evaluating students within the District who 

have a disability and are in need of special 

services. Children, from age 3 to 21, are 

eligible for special education programs and 

services. If you have a student whom you 

believe may be eligible for special 

education, you are encouraged to contact 

the Clarkston School District at 

509.769.5541.  

Directory Information  

The Family Educational Rights to Privacy 

Act, or FERPA, permits the disclosure of 

certain information as directory information 

that may be released publicly without the 

permission of the parent. This information 

is generally not considered harmful or an 

invasion of privacy if disclosed. Directory 

information has been identified as the 

following: name, address, telephone 

number, date and place of birth, major field 

of study, participation in activities and 

sport, weight and height of athletic team 

members, dates of enrollment, diploma and 

awards received, and most previous school 

attended. Parents or eligible students who 

do not wish to have this information 

released must contact the school principal 

in writing.  

Drug & Alcohol Free Schools  

Clarkston School District prohibits the 

unlawful possession, use, or distribution of 

illicit drugs and alcohol by employees and 

students. Compliance with these standards 

is mandatory. The District complies with all 

local, state, and federal regulations 

pertaining to alcohol and illicit drugs. In 

addition, the District complies with the 

regulations of both the Drug Free Work 

Place Act of 1988 and the Drug Free 

Schools and Communities Act Amendments 

of 1989.  

Students unlawfully possessing, using, or 

distributing illicit drugs or alcohol on 

school premises, designated school bus 

stops, or as a part of any school activity will 

be subject to immediate disciplinary action. 

Students dealing with problems related to 

illicit drugs or alcohol can seek help. 

Information is available from a school 

counselor or principal.  



 

FERPA Rights  

The Family Educational Rights and Privacy Act (FERPA) affords 

parents and students who are 18 years of age or older ("eligible 

students") certain rights with respect to the student's education 

records. These rights are:  

1. The right to inspect and review the student's education records 

within 45 days after the day the Clarkston School District òSchooló 

receives a request for access.  

Parents or eligible students should submit to the school principal 

[or appropriate school official] a written request that identifies 

the records they wish to inspect. The school official will make 

arrangements for access and notify the parent or eligible student 

of the time and place where the records may be inspected.  

2. The right to request the amendment of the studentõs education 

records that the parent or eligible student believes are inaccurate, 

misleading, or otherwise in violation of the studentõs privacy 

rights under FERPA. Parents or eligible students who wish to ask the 

Clarkston School District to amend a record should write the school 

principal [or appropriate school official], clearly identify the part of the 

record they want changed, and specify why it should be changed. If 

the school decides not to amend the record as requested by the 

parent or eligible student, the school will notify the parent or eligible 

student of the decision and of their right to a hearing regarding the 

request for amendment. Additional information regarding the hearing 

procedures will be provided to the parent or eligible student when 

notified of the right to a hearing.  

3. The right to provide written consent before the school discloses 

personally identifiable information (PII) from the student's education 

records, except to the extent that FERPA authorizes disclosure without 

consent. One exception, which permits disclosure without consent, is 

disclosure to school officials with legitimate educational interests. A 

school official is a person employed by the school as an administrator, 

supervisor, instructor, or support staff member (including health or 

medical staff and law enforcement unit personnel) or a person serving 

on the school board. A school official also may include a volunteer or 

contractor outside of the school who performs an institutional service 

of function for which the school would otherwise use its own 

employees and who is under the direct control of the school with 

respect to the use and maintenance of PII from education records, 

such as an attorney, auditor, medical consultant, or therapist; a parent 

or student volunteering to serve on an official committee, such as a 

disciplinary or grievance committee; or a parent, student, or other 

volunteer assisting another school official in performing his or her 

tasks. A school official has a legitimate educational interest if the 

official needs to review an education record in order to fulfill his or 

her professional responsibility.  

4. The right to file a complaint with the U.S. Department of Education 

concerning alleged failures by the Clarkston School District to comply 

with the requirements of FERPA. The name and address of the Office 

that administers FERPA is: Family Policy Compliance Office U.S.

Firearms Prohibited  

It is a violation of district policy and state 

and federal law for any person to carry a 

firearm or dangerous weapon on school 

premises, school -provided transportation, 

or non -school facilities when being used 

for school activities (RCW 9.41.250 and 

RCW 9.41.2880). See District Policy No. 

4210.  

Homeschool Declaration  

In compliance with state law (RCW 

28A.225.010), any parent who intends to 

cause his/her child or children to receive 

home -based instruction in lieu of 

attendance or enrollment in a public 

school, approved private school, or an 

extension program of an approved private 

school must file an annual declaration 

of intent to do so by September 15, or 

within two weeks of the beginning of the 

public school semester. Parents living 

within the Clarkston School District may 

request this form from the District Office 

at 1294 Chestnut Street, Clarkston, WA 

or 509.758.2531.  

McKinney -Vento Act: Assistance 

t o  Y o u t h  E x p e r i e n c i n g 

Homelessness  

As required by Federal law (McKinney -

Vento), Clarkston School District ensures 

that homeless children and youth are 

provided equal access to the same free, 

appropriate public education as provided 

to other children and youths. Students 

who become homeless may receive 

assistance to enroll and remain in 

school, along with other assistance, 

including coordination of free and 

reduced meal status, arranging 

transportation services, community 

resource referrals (shelters, medical 

services, etc.), community connections 

(free meals, food banks, clothing banks, 

etc.), scholarship opportunities, FASFA 

verification for college -bound McKinney 

Vento students, school materials, and 

personal care items. If you become aware 

of students who may qualify for services 

under the McKinney -Vento Act, or are in 

need of services for students in your 

family, please contact the principal of 

your school with this information.

Threatening Health Conditions  

Non -life -threatening Health Conditions and 

Medications  

Under normal circumstances, prescribed and 

over -the -counter medication should be given 

before or after school hours under supervision 

of the parent or guardian.  

If a student must receive medication at school, 

the parent must submit a written signed 

authorization with a current order from the 

health care provider (see Forms below) and the 

unexpired medication in the original labeled 

packaging.  

Life -threatening Health Conditions and 

Medications  

Washington State law (SHB 2834) mandates that 

students with life -threatening health conditions 

(where the condition would put the child in 

danger of death during the school day) have 

medication or treatment orders and a health 

plan in place in order to attend school.  

Life -threatening conditions include severe 

asthma, severe bee sting or food allergies, 

diabetes, and certain heart conditions (and 

others).  

Forms to be Completed:  

Authorization for Administration of 

Medication at School ð The student's health 

care provider completes the top portion of the 

form. A parent/guardian must complete and 

sign the bottom portion. Clarkston Health 

Services staff must determine that the student 

is capable of self -administering medications. 

Self-carried medications are for emergency use 

only (e.g. epipens, inhalers, etc.).  

Life Threatening Conditions ð Completed and 

signed by parent.  

These forms must be completed prior to the 

beginning of each school year. Forms are 

available at the District Office. Return the forms 

to the school office no later than one week 

prior to the first day of school.  

Students will NOT be allowed to attend 

school unless these completed forms and 

the appropriately labeled, unexpired 

medication have been received by the 

school.  

Students who have any of the above -listed or 

other life -threatening conditions and/or who 

must take medication at school will ONLY 

receive their class schedules and be permitted 

to attend class after all necessary paperwork/

medication has been received and processed by 

the school. The parent will be contacted by 

the school nurse to review this information 

and develop a health care plan.  

Students in middle school and high school 

whose parent/guardian wants them to self -

carry or self -administer their medications (e.g. 

inhalers, epi -pens, insulin) are also required 

to provide the above information and be 

approved by their health care provider to self -

carry and self -administer their medication. 

The school nurse will contact the parent and 

student to develop an appropriate health care 

plan.  

Parent & Community Involvement

From time to time, photographs or 

videos of students are taken during 

the school day for use in district and 

e d u c a t i o n a l  n e w s  r e l e a s e s , 

publications, video productions, social 

media, educational projects, and the 

district website. On occasion, 

television and other news media are 

invited to cover stories in our schools 

and take photos, video and/or 

interview students.  As a safety 

precaution, the district will not 

identify students by their full name, 

except when the student is being 

recognized for an accomplishment or 

award during a special event.  

This notice is provided to parents/

guardians annually and is in effect for 

the duration of the school year.  

Parents, and students over 18 years of 

age, have the right to request that all 

or portions of photographs and 

videos not be released without prior 

written approval.   

If you do not want your child to be 

photographed or videotaped for any 

reason, you must sign and return an 

opt -out form at the Clarkston School 

District Office, located at 1294 

Chestnut, Clarkston, WA 99403 .

Pesticide Notification Policy  

State law requires school districts to notify parents/guardians 

of students and employees of the schoolõs pest control 

policies and methods. The Clarkston School District on 

occasion has a need to use chemical sprays in order to 

manage vegetation and insect pests. Chemical sprays are only 

one method in the District's Integrated Pest Management 

program (IPM) to help control vegetation and insect pests. 

There is no fixed schedule for IPM treatments, which can 

range from monitoring to baiting and trapping to spraying. 

Chemical controls are used only when needed and in the least 

toxic formulation required.  

The goal of IPM is to protect human health and reduce loss 

from pest damage, environmental pollution, human exposure 

to pesticides and the cost of pest control. Spraying is done 

when and where monitoring has indicated that vegetation or a 

pest will cause unacceptable economic, aesthetic or medical 

injury.  

If the District deems it is necessary to use chemical sprays to 

manage vegetation and insect pests, the following guidelines 

are followed:

The Teacher Principal Evaluation Project is now referred to by the 

legal term Teacher/Principal Professional Growth and Evaluation 

System. Our school district has chosen the University of Washington 

Center for Educational Leadership 5D+ Instructional Rubric as the 

evaluation tool for teachers, and the Association of Washington 

School Principals Leadership Framework for the evaluation of all 

principals. All teachers and principals are required to be evaluated 

on the new system in 2015 -16. During the 2014 -15 school year, 50% 

of all teachers and 100% of all principals are being evaluated on the 

new system.  

Use of Tobacco and Nicotine Products and Delivery 

Devices  

Tobacco products and delivery devices include, but are not limited 

to , cigarettes, cigars, snuff, smoking tobacco, smokeless tobacco, 

nicotine, electronic smoking/vapor devices, òvapor pens,ó non-

prescribed inhalers, nicotine delivery devices  or  chemicals that are 

not FDA -approved to help people quit using tobacco, devices that 

produce the same flavor or physical effect of nicotine substances  

and any other smoking equipment, device, material or innovation . 

Possession by, or distribution of tobacco products  and delivery 

devices to  minors is prohibited. This will include all district 

buildings, grounds and district -owned vehicles.  

The use of Federal Drug Administration (FDA) approved nicotine 

replacement therapy in the form of a nicotine patch, gum or lozenge 

is permitted. However, students and employees must follow 

applicable policies regarding use of medication at school. See 

District Policy No. 4215.
